Ten Practical Tips for Making the Best of AMV

1. Use the AMV ‘Areas of Enquiry’ to help you focus on the ‘RE-ness’ of your lessons: www.awarenessmysteryvalue.org/syllabus/ > B02

2. Use the Unit titles to build up resources (a box for each unit?).


3. Regularly discuss RE concepts (e.g., from the Working Parties’ Report) with colleagues: www.awarenessmysteryvalue.org/resources/ > G05

4. Build up and revisit pupils’ understanding of religious concepts from Reception on by linking with different Areas of Enquiry each successive year and term.


5. Build up examples to fulfil the learning opportunity statements, eg from material published by RE Today, or on the Internet, eg, www.reonline.org.uk 


6. Make sure ideas for supporting agreed syllabus RE are on the school development plan, eg budget, time each week, building staff confidence (courses) etc.


7. Use a variety of teaching methods, eg recording discussion on a flip chart, matching ideas with pictures etc, to suit chosen objectives.


8. Use the exemplars pages in AMV to stimulate new lesson ideas and manage assessment: www.awarenessmysteryvalue.org/exemplars/ 


9. Share the AMV learning opportunities with colleagues and visitors to RE lessons, eg Vicar, minister, charity worker, so that they can focus their talk with children.
